Waiting for Another Coming is the first exhibition organised jointly by the Šiuolaikinio meno centras in Vilnius and Ujazdowski Castle Centre of Contemporary Art in Warsaw. Thirty Polish and Lithuanian artists have been invited to participate in the project. In their works, they pose questions about the contemporary social condition, new challenges for the economy, and the prospects for development of peripheral countries in the context of globalisation.  The event marks the centenary of the independence of Lithuania and Poland.
The transformations that have taken place over the last century and the different paths adopted by the two countries have resulted in their having become very different entities. This anniversary is an opportunity to take a closer look at the distinctive features of the two countries.
The project Waiting for Another Coming provides a space where Polish and Lithuanian artists have an opportunity to display the fruit of their creative work – on a scale unprecedented in recent cultural history. This exceptional project only occasionally references the past, instead searching for the potential shared and new perspectives that shape the present day and the future. The title, ‘Waiting for Another Coming’, alludes to a state of suspension; the artists are not designing the future but – drawing on their cultural heritage – focusing on the here-and-now.
The exhibition provokes reflection on whether a shared space for these two countries is a realistic proposal and what it is that we could indeed share. We are moved to seek an answer to the question as to how it has come about that these two cultures, once so close, have become so different. Is a coming together of the two still realistic? Perhaps the exhibition will also bring the viewers an opportunity to identify actual or potential commonalities for Lithuania and Poland, whilst stepping outside the usual clichés and stereotypes of how we perceive each other.
The main theme throughout the exhibition is a play with subjectivity in relation to popular culture, everyday life and contemporaneity. The majority of the presented works are making their debut, having been created especially for this project; they comprise video, installation, sculpture and painting. 
The exhibition includes an installation by Cezary Poniatowski, which reverses the roles of the public and the sculpture – here, it is the viewer that feels like the object of the gaze. The presented works will also include: an installation / sculpture by Agnieszka Kalinowska, a painting showing a genre scene from one of the exhibition openings at the Stroboskop gallery, run by Norbert Delman and Kathryn Zazenski, a video by Małgorzata Goliszewska about the artist’s astrological twin sister, as well as a video from Studio Sponge (Kipras Dubauskas, Eglė Razumaitė, Vytautas Juozėnas) about a Polish taxi driver, whose family history goes back to a small village in Lithuania.
