Antonina Konopelska’s All that we has will be presented at the Ujazdowski Castle Centre for Contemporary Art, 9 June–17 July 2022. It is the sixth and final exhibition in the 2021/2022 edition of the Project Room series that featured the work of Maciej Rauch, the Young Tallended Sexy collective, Maria Elena Bonet, Paweł Łubkowski, and Malwina Migacz. Once all the exhibitions have concluded, the jury will select the most interesting project and award its author/s an additional financial prize in the amount of PLN20,000. Audience members will also choose their favourite exhibition and its author/s will also receive PLN20,000.
Antonina Konopelska records staged or provoked situations based on personal experiences or research and focuses on issues such as identity, social relations, and proxemics. She invited Lena, who has dissociative identity disorder (DID), and the American costume designer Julie Weiss, who worked on films such as Frida, American Beauty, 12 monkeys, Las Vegas Parano, to take part in the project.
The artists met at an exhibition of Konopelska’s photographs in Santa Monica, California. “I was immediately drawn in by the scale and character of her portraits,” Julie said. “I could feel that they were quietly speaking to me. They  seemed to escape the frame as these fully shaped personalities. As a costume designer, I was able to see that Antonina can understand these people, both their interior and exterior – and this is the essence of our explorations as costume designers.” 
Antonina Konopelska is a graduate of Prof. Grzegorz Kowalski’s Audiovisual Space Studio at the Faculty of Media Art of the Academy of Fine Arts in Warsaw and the Institute of Iberian and Ibero-American Studies of the Faculty of Neophilology of the University of Warsaw. She defended her doctoral thesis at the Academy of Fine Arts in Katowice (2022). Her work was presented at a number of solo and collective exhibitions. She is a lecturer at the Academy of Fine Arts in Warsaw and the Polish-Japanese Academy of Computer Technology in Warsaw.
