Malwina Migacz’s exhibition Derealization, on view at the Ujazdowski Castle Centre for Contemporary Art from 21 Aptil through 29 May 2022, is the fifth in this season’s series of presentations of emerging artists. Previous shows include those by Maciej Rauch, Young Talented Sexy, Maria Elena Bonet, and Paweł Łubkowski; coming up is an exhibition by Antonina Konopelska. Following the end of all exhibitions, the jury will select the most interesting show, the author of which will receive an award of PLN 20,000 net. The audience will also choose their favourite exhibition, the author of which will also receive PLN 20,000 net.
“Derealization is a psychological condition where one feels like living in an unreal world. Today the times are more favourable for it than ever, although they may have always been conducive to it, claiming, especially, artistic sensibilities and natures,” says the show’s curator, Krystyna Różańska-Gorgolewska. “Derealization can be a form of defence against the stimuli and pressures of the real world and its problems. Today, in stormy times, this seems to sound tempting rather than dangerous. Potentially attractive, the condition seems to be particularly frequently encountered among artists who manage to rework the obnoxiousness of reality and escapism into fantastic worlds of their imagination and creativity, based often on past experiences and a sensitivity to the surrounding world. Migacz constructs such a world and invites us to enter it.”
Malwina Migacz graduated from the Royal Danish Academy of Fine Arts in Copenhagen, where she lives and works. Her main area of research is the relationship between domination and a state of disorder. In her works, Migacz explores the circumstances of how we want to control our environment (man in relation to nature and the psychological state), as well as investigating power relations in political, cultural, and social systems. Her projects often build upon the phenomenon of dissociation, a mental state characterized by a tendency to ignore and violate social norms and the rights of other people. She works with diverse materials, such as textiles, cement, powdered metals, plaster, or ash, and a range of media, including video, 3D animation, painting, photography, performance, or sound art. The motif of the horse, a symbol of nature, wildness, and a freedom that humanity has always sought to suppress and curb, has recurred frequently in her oeuvre. The curb bit and the whip are means of control, instruments made of leather and iron. Migacz believes that humanity seeks to tame and control nature in order to get closer to it; she is profoundly interested in the relationship between these forces. Domination can be a way of experiencing freedom, just as taming a way of experiencing wildness.
